Your mission is to find information and teach your 6th grade class all about your volcano.  
You will be sharing your presentation with the class.
Presentation Dates:  December 7 or   December 14
Your Power Point / Prezi / Keynote/ Google Slide/ Video,  MUST include:
* Title page with your name, the name of your volcano and the date. In your presentation, tell us why you chose this volcano. 
Hook us with something exciting and a reason to keep listening to your presentation. That can be verbal 
or you can have a prop.
* Definition of what a volcano is. 

Explain how volcanoes form. Talk about the mantle, the crust, and the core.
Show a diagram and explain how melting rock can result in an explosion.

* Type of volcano you chose (shield, cinder cone, composite, lava plateau, etc.) How does the type of 
lava/ amount of silica determines the volcano type?
* Geographical location.  Use a map of the world, and also the country. Why do you believe there is 
volcanic activity in your area? Use maps to start broad with the world and then narrow down to the country.
* Name, distance, and population of the nearest city. (Show us a map.)
* Date of most recent eruption and the date of the most destructive eruption.
  Describe those events and if the people nearby had any warning signs.

*Other events associated with the last eruption (earthquakes, floods, mudslides, etc.)
* How does/did the volcano affect the people living near the volcano or around the world?

How do people benefit from the volcano? Are there hot springs for recreation and health? Tourism? 
Uses of/ and products made from volcanic materials.

* Are there any myths and legends about YOUR volcano? Tell us stories and your slides should have a picture.
* Include any other interesting facts you would like to share with us. 

* Include an end slide to bring closure to your presentation. (Stay away from a happy face or “the end”)
Be ready to take questions from your audience.

Your presentation should be between 10 and 15 or more slides in length—or more. More slides- more fun. Plan for a five-minute presentation and then time for questions and comments. The more pictures and diagrams, the better. Use color, texture, sound, and anything else to make it interesting. Too much of anything can become irritating. Be sure everything you do helps your presentation.

Most of your presentation will be you talking. Do NOT read your slides. 
There can be no more than five bullets on each slide, and no more than seven words per bullet.
Each slide must have photos or diagrams.

Be sure you know the material. Use your time over Thanksgiving to read about your volcano and work on 
your presentation. Prepare note cards if you feel more comfortable. Do NOT read your note cards to 
the class. Most of the work will be done at home. Share your presentation with me 
Practice, practice at home AND set a time to practice once with me in class to try out the board and equipment.  Check for spelling errors on your slides. Don’t include a word you don’t know the meaning of, or you can’t pronounce.

If you use illustrations, you will still need to have the same amount of written material.
Sources: Four sources of information minimum.   No wikipedia
Must include a cover sheet and a works cited page. Both must be in MLA format and match the sample given out in class.
You will be producing a written report on your volcano. Include much of the same information as your 
slide presentation, but only include information about your specific volcano and area. 

Do NOT include the definition of a volcano, how volcanoes form, or how Vulcan is connected to 
volcanoes in general. 

Do include how your volcano formed, your type of volcano, etc.

Be prepared to come up with a thesis statement for your first paragraph. What general statement can you 
make about your volcano? Be prepared to spend your report backing up that thesis statement. 

Include a last paragraph to bring closure to your report.

We will talk about a works cited page and thesis statement in class.

Use “third person” when writing.    NO:   “I”     “me”    “we”    “us”  “you”
All writing must be your own unless you are quoting directly and indicate that. I will be checking for 
plagiarism.

You will become an expert on your volcano. Have fun with this project and hopefully you can go see it in 
person one day.
